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From B2C to B2B: Discover the Full Spectrum of ASEAN F&B at the ASEAN Trade Fair 2024! 

- ASEAN-Korea Centre to Organize ‘ASEAN Trade Fair 2024’ at The Platz, COEX, 8 to 11 August, Celebrating ASEAN Day’s 57th Anniversary (8 August) -

The ASEAN-Korea Centre (Secretary General Kim Jae-shin) will organize the ‘ASEAN Trade Fair 2024’ at The Platz, COEX from 8 to 11 August. Launched in 2009, the ASEAN Trade Fair has become a flagship program of the Centre that invites businesspeople from the 10 ASEAN Member States (AMS) to Korea to showcase their food and beverage (F&B) products and facilitate business matching opportunities with Korean buyers. Building on the success of the pre-promotional event, ‘ASEAN Pop-up Store – ASEAN Flavor Town’ held at the main branch of Lotte Department Store last June, the four-day Trade Fair will bring together a diverse range of ASEAN F&B products, many of which are new to the Korean market. This event will also serve as a B2B platform for ASEAN companies to network and establish business partnerships with Korean buyers. 

This year’s ASEAN Trade Fair features a lineup of three immersive zones: 1) the F&B Booth Exhibition Zone, 2) the B2B Business Meeting Zone, and 3) the ASEAN Pop-up Store Zone. The Booth Exhibition will showcase the diverse flavors and culinary products from 44 companies of 10 AMS, displaying an array of savory products from each nation, including sauces, jams, coffees, cookies, chocolates, and dried fruits. The B2B Business Meeting Zone will be a hub for Korean buyers with a keen interest in ASEAN products to connect with the ASEAN delegations for potential business partnerships. Finally, the ASEAN Pop-up Store Zone will provide an opportunity for the general public to purchase products of ASEAN at discounted prices.  

Adding more momentum, this year’s Trade Fair coincides with the celebration of the ASEAN Day on 8 August. To commemorate this special occasion, the event will feature a captivating array of on-site promotions designed to engage and inform the public about ASEAN through quizzes, photo booth, and raffle event. 

Secretary-General Kim Jae-shin of the ASEAN-Korea Centre highlighted, “Since 2009, when the Centre was established, the ASEAN-Korea Centre has been hosting ASEAN Trade Fair to support competent ASEAN small and medium enterprises (SMEs) in entering the Korean market, thereby promoting active trade activities between ASEAN and Korea. This Trade Fair is anticipated to not only elevate public awareness of ASEAN F&B products, but also serve as a catalyst for strengthening B2B networks among the private sectors of the two regions.”
